In past years, we often spent $500 or more
on Goody Bags. Due to budget constraints
we eliminated two items that had the least
impact on the recipients.

We added white tube sox this year, suitable
for men or women. In past years we used
plastic grocery bags for packing. However,
last year we assumed because of new state
laws, plastic bags would not be available
this year. Trinity Threads Together came to

the rescue! Using leftover cotton fabric, the
ladies of this Trinity small group made most
of the 100 cloth bags needed. Some
purchased bags were also donated. All
worked very well—and they are reusable!

We had some leftover items which were
packed in boxes and will be stored in the
Deacon Closet for next year.
